However, while supporting such mechanism, the 3GPP shall not be vulnerable to attacks and thus shall provide at least the same level of security as EPS.

[PR.5.1.3.2-001] The 3GPP System shall support a secure mechanism to remotely provision an IoT device that has not been pre-provisioned, with its 3GPP subscription credentials.

[PR.5.1.3.2-xxx] The 3GPP System shall provide at least the same level of security as EPS (i.e. IoT device authentication, communications integrity and confidentiality protection).
