Summary of drafting session

	All tdocs assigned to the drafting session were treated. One WID, and 3 CRs were revised but not yet agreed.
There was agreement that SA1 wants a single solution that encompasses the requirements from the wearables and the public safety sector. But SA1 is OK with deprecating the existing ProSe UE to Network solution. A redesign should be possible to take into account all requirements. This needs to be reflected in the terminology and structure of the CRs that we need to agree. An LS was proposed to be sent to inform RAN and SA2 about these decisions (together with sending the CR/CRs), a tdoc number was assigned, but no agreement yet.

There is a proposal to revise the WID on REAR to take into account the changed focus. There is no agreement on this yet.
