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Abstract: This document proposes a clasification of eV2X requirements into those suitable for LTE-based eV2X and those only relevant for SMARTER-based eV2X.
1. Description
The study on enhancement of 3GPP Support for 5G V2X Services (eV2X) is dues to complete 5G-related aspects at this meeting. An important aspect of this completion is the nomination of which use cases are to be supported in SMARTER.

This document reviews the agreed use cases for eV2X as per v0.1.0 of TR 22.cde and proposes a categorisation of use cases and requirements. A certain number of use cases and requirements are listed in the conclusions section of the TR as “only relevant to SMARTER-based eV2X”.

2. Proposal

This document proposes the following changes to the draft TR 22.cde “Study on enhancement of 3GPP Support for 5G V2X Services”
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Conclusion and Recommendations

This TR proposes various requirements for the eV2X feature which may span deployments based on LTE and/or SMARTER. It is important to separate these requirements, specifically to determine which requirements are only suitable for a SMARTER-based deployment to meet. It is assumed in this report that a SMARTER-based deployment may additionally meet all requirements set for the LTE-based eV2X system. An LTE-based eV2X system may meet all other requirements in this report. 
The following use cases (or partial use cases) in this document are only relevant to SMARTER-based eV2X:

· eV2X support for Vehicle Platooning (with end-to-end latency less than 10ms)

· Sensor and State Map Sharing

· eV2X support for Remote Driving

· Automated Cooperative Driving for Short distance Grouping (Phase II only)
· Collective Perception of Environment (Phase II only)
