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Abstract: A potential requirement is proposed from consideration on interopearability with other V2X schemes.
Introduction

A recent report from NGMN “Perspectives on Vertical Industries and Implications for 5G” (See S1-16xxxx) points out that as the automotive industry already started adopting non-3GPP V2X technologies (e.g., 760 MHz ITS Connect in Japan, 5.9 GHz DSRC in the US, and 5.9 GHz ITS-G5 in Europe), it is essential that vehicles with 5G V2X capability are also interoperable with “legacy” vehicles with only the current non-3GPP V2X capability. This being “essential” comes from the understanding that “realizing the full extent of benefits from cooperative driving depends on the availability of a critical mass of capable and compatible vehicles on the road” and that “the long product lifecycle in the automotive market (i.e., 10 – 14 years)” (cf. [a]).
SA1 discussed this aspect of “interoperability” with other V2X schemes, although not knowing this NGMN report, when creating the eV2X SID. SA1 has concluded that this aspect is very important but it should be considered at the application level, understanding NR could be quite different from e.g. IEEE 802.11p.

It’s understood further study/normative work about the below potential requirement is out of scope of 3GPP, unless ToR of SA6 is changed to incorporate the V2X related work into scope.

The 3GPP system is not expected to support the transport-layer compatibility with non-3GPP V2X technologies (e.g. ITS-G5/DSRC/ITS Connect), but it is expected that  application is same regardless of used V2X technologies.
