The continuous need to support new and improved devices, services, and technologies is driving the technology revolution to a high performance and highly efficient 3GPP system.  Significant drivers include the Internet of Things (IoT), virtual reality, industrial control, ubiquitous on-demand coverage, as well as the opportunity to meet customized market needs.  All of these factors require enhancements to the devices, services, and technologies well established by 3GPP.
This document compiles requirements that define a 5G system.  
The 5G System is characterised by:
- 	New ways to access the 3GPP network (e.g., , unlicensed, non-3GPP, satellite)
- 	Adaptable network (e.g., scalable)
· Defined KPIs (e.g., availability, latency, reliability, bit rates)
- 	Flexibility (e.g., network slicing, diverse mobility management)
- 	Resource efficiency (both user and signaling plane)
