3	Justification
Some operators have identified a need to enable UEs in the following cases to access local services. 
o	UEs without a UICC or with a damaged UICC, such that the UICC cannot be accessed;
o	UEs with an inactive UICC, e.g., the subscription has been terminated
o	UEs with a never activated UICC
Access to these local services is completely under the operator's control; the set of local services can be specified by the operator such that no other service is allowed for these UEs.  
An example use case is to support self activation of LTE UEs. UEs that have not yet obtained a valid operator contract and thus do not have a valid subscriber profile in the operator network can attach to the network but only for the purpose of accessing an operator's provisioning center for self activation. 
Other examples of services that could be provided for these UEs include local access to IVR/Operator service, Concierge service, Operator customer care service, public information services, elder care.  Depending on the nature of the services, it may be desirable to provide different priority levels for local services (e.g., elder care may be higher priority than concierge service).  Some services could be specific to an operator, (e.g., customer care), while other services may be accessible within a region, regardless of the operator (e.g., highway help).  
For UEs with a functional but not yet activated UICC, the set of allowed numbers could be provisioned on the UICC, allowing the UE to include a notification that it is attempting to reach a local service.  Where the UICC is missing or malfunctioning, the UE would not be able to provide such notification.

4	Objective
The objective of this study is to specify potential requirements to enhance the 3GPP system to allow UE's without a UICC (or with a damaged UICC) or with an inactive UICC or never activated UICC to access the network for local services based on operator policy. The following topics will be studied.
1. Network selection  - may be relevant for some services but not others (e.g., customer care vs. highway help)
2. Potential set of local services that can be supported (e.g., operator determines the set of numbers for local services)
3. Providing access to local services 
4. Restricting access to local services 
5. Differences due to UICC vs. eUICC
