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Abstract: This document discusses some open issues for SMARTER normative work, and proposes a way forward in order to progress the work efficiently. 

Discussion 
During the preparation for SMARTER normative work some open issues have been identified. To progress the work efficiently, this document is intended to discuss these issues and propose a way forward.
Terminology alignment

Various terminologies for 5G have been used in different WGs. In RAN WGs “Next Generation Access Technologies” is used for RAN TR 38.913 while NR (New RAT or New Radio) is commonly used in RAN WGs. SA2, on the other hand, uses “Next Generation System” in TR 23.799 that is also known as “NextGen” or “NexGen”. Both SMARTER and 5G have been used in SA1, and sometime next generation network or next generation system.
It is understood that a brand name for “5G” will be selected via the PCG process by October 2016. Before then we in SA1 could continue with the terminology “5G” that has been predominantly used in our own TRs while aligning the content of definitions with downstream WGs. 

Proposal 1: to continue with the terminology “5G” while aligning the content of definitions with downstream WGs.

In addition, the following two basic terminologies are proposed for consideration:
5G system: an evolution of the EPS that supports 3GPP 4G and 5G RATs and interworks with non-3GPP access networks. 
5G UE: a UE that allows a user access to network services via 5G system.

Proposal 2: to adopt the above two basic definitions in SMARTER TS, and update them accordingly when the official brand name becomes available.

Prioritised and non-prioritised requirements

It is understood that the initial release Rel-15 is assumed to support a subset of the overall features while being capable to be developed further to support in future releases the various RAN options as well as supporting various scenarios. It therefore becomes clear that we need to assess the focus or priority topics of the normative work in order to keep the ambitious overall timeline as being urged by TSG RAN and SA. 

If time allows (i.e. within the time frame until March 2017) depending on the maturity some concrete requirements on less prioritised topics may also be captured, which would help SA1 to promote 5G technologies to the external world, e.g. vertical industries. How to treat the requirement that cannot be captured in Rel-15? One option would be to capture such aspects in an Annex, which will be treated in the future release (e.g. Rel-16). 

Proposal 3: to discuss and decide on how to capture the requirements that cannot be specified in Rel-15 due to time constraints.
