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Abstract: This document proposes to clarify the fixed broadband access requirement related to use of small cells and router hubs.  Use of the term ‘relay UE’ has generated much confusion as this requirement is not in any way related to use of ProSe.

The 3GPP system shall be able to support connectivity using fixed broadband access. 
NOTE:	The specification of fixed broadband access network is outside the scope of 3GPP. 
The 3GPP system core network shall support use of a relay UEconnection to an entity (e.g., small cell, router hub) that is capable of supportings multiple UEs using multiple one or more access types (e.g., 5G RAT, Wi-Fi, fixed broadband).
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
