Multi-network Connectivity and Service Delivery across Operators
6.x.1
Description
Given the multitude of use cases for new verticals and services, each operator, based on its business model, may deploy a network serving only a subset of the vertical industries and services. However, this should not prevent an end-user from accessing all new services and capabilities that will be accessible via next generation 3GPP systems. Operators could contemplate a variety of sharing business models and partnership between service providers and other network operators, to enable mobile users to access all services via multiple networks simultaneously and with minimum interruption when moving in order to provide a better user experience with terminals capable of simultaneous network access.
