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Abstract: : This document proposes to clean up requirements in section 6.3.2.4 fixed broadband access.
Discussion
This contribution proposes to clean up the requirements in section 6.3.2.4 fixed broadband access.
Refer the original proposals (S1-161326,S1-161526) of fixed broadband access scenarios and requirements, the requirement that is “The 5G system shall support use of a relay UE that supports multiple access types (e.g., 5G RAT, WLAN access, fixed broadband access).” should include both  the link between remote UE and relay UE, and the link between relay UE and 5G network. 
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The same clarification is applied for home base station case.
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So it is suggested to clean up the requirements as:
The 5G system shall support use of a relay UE that supports multiple access types (e.g., 5G RAT, WLAN access, fixed broadband access) for both remote UEs accessing relay UE and the relay UE accessing 5G network.
The 5G system shall support use of a home base station that supports multiple access types (e.g., 5G RAT, WLAN access, fixed broadband access) for both the home base station connecting to 5G network and UEs accessing the home base station.

The 5G system shall support use of a home base station that supports multiple access types (e.g., 5G RAT, WLAN access, fixed broadband access) for both the home base station connecting to 5G network and UEs accessing the home base station.
