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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for its LS on Access Control for Light Connected state in LTE (S1-172xxx/S2-172802).
SA1 has not seen any work items or studies related to this topic but assumes that this is linked to Signalling reduction to enable light connection for LTE (LTE_LIGHT_CON). Also, SA1 has not been contacted before this LS from SA2 by any WG on potential impacts on service requirements that would define the applicability of access control to the proposed new Light Connected State (i.e., RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED).
Based on the LS sent by SA2, SA1 understands that the RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED may become common for some UEs, so that they may never be in RRC_IDLE. If such case occurs, SA1 considers SA2's assessment valid: ACB shall apply to RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED in the same way as it applies to RRC_IDLE. The same holds also for other acces control methods which apply to UEs in RRC_IDLE.
SA1 will consider normative work on access control for RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED if the study in SA2 concludes to start normative work. At that point, compatibility and consistence with RRC_INACTIVE in 5G must be addressed.
2. Actions:

To RAN2 and SA2 groups.

ACTION: 
SA1 asks RAN2 and SA2 to take note of SA1's position that ACB and other access control methods which apply to UEs in RRC_IDLE would apply also to UEs in the RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED.
SA1 asks SA2 to inform SA1 when it reaches a conclusion on whether to move to normative work on RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED.
