MCX Service User Profile

[R-5.9-001] The MCX Service shall ensure that each MCX User has at least one associated MCX Service User Profile that records the MCX User's: information, including permissions and privileges with respect to the MCX Service.

NOTE:
Examples of profile information include: their MCX Service User ID, which MCX Service Groups they are a member of, their Participant type, which authority they belong to, whether they can make/receive Private Communications.

[R-5.9-002] The MCX Service shall provide a means for an MCX Service Administrator to manage the MCX Service User Profile for MCX Users within their authority.
5.9a
FRMCS Functional identities
[R-5.9a-001] The MCX Service shall support FRMCS Functional Identities.

NOTE 1:
Examples of FRMCS Functional Identities include: driver of a particular train identified by train number

[R-5.9a-002] The FRMCS system shall allow the FRMCS-application to register a functional identity based on the FRMCS Equipment Type.

NOTE 2:
Examples of FRMCS Equipment Type: radio mounted in a train in order to communicate with the driver 

[R-5.9a-003] The FRMCS System shall allow a FRMCS User or a FRMCS Equipment to log into and to log out from the FRMCS System to make use of the services provided by the FRMCS System. The FRMCS System shall only provide service to FRMCS Users or FRMCS Equipment logged in into the FRMCS System. The FRMCS system shall ensure a FRMCS User identity or FRMCS Equipment identity are unique and are assigned to one and only one at a time.
 [R-5.9a-004] The FRMCS System shall provide the FRMCS User a list of FRMCS functional identities to select from. The list contains functional identities based on a certain context, like location of the user, operational schedule, etc. 

[R-5.9a-005] The FRMCS System shall allow the FRMCS User or the FRMCS Equipment to perform a registration of an unlisted functional identity.

[R-5.9a-006] In the case the functional identity is already in use, the MCX System shall advise the FRMCS User or the FRMCS Equipment about options to do one of the following; cancel the registration, take over the functional identity, or register with the same identity.
[R-5.9a-007] The FRMCS User shall be reachable by its functional identity/ies.

[R-5.9a-008] The FRMCS System shall allow the an authorized FRMCS User or an authorized FRMCS Equipment to interrogate the FRMCS System to present the functional identity(ies) registered to a certain FRMCS User. The FRMCS System shall return the functional identity(ies) of the FRMCS User.

[R-5.10-001] The MCX Service shall allow an MCX User to log in to multiple MCX UEs concurrently.

[R-5.10-002] The MCX Service shall ensure that the MCX User logs into each MCX UE separately.
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
