Justification
The MNO voice service is migrating from CS call to VoLTE (voice over LTE). As reported by GSMA, 105 operators in 56 countries have launched VoLTE by now. With the increased population of VoLTE, valued added services over VoLTE are foreseen. In another hand, VoLTE faces the challenges from malicious attack such as spoofed call.

The information of a subscriber’s IMS call state is valuable for applications.  For example, when handling a call request, the spoofed call detection/prevention application could query the originator’s call state, and mark the call as spoofed call if the originator’s call state is free. Another example, in Rich Communication Service (RCS), the user’s call state (free or in a call) is part of user presence information. The RCS application needs to query the user’s call state frequently to update the presence information. 

The IMS shall maintain the information of a IMS subscriber’s call state and the related information which can be provided to applications, subject to the operator’s policy.

The objective of this work is to specify IMS requirements about providing IMS subscriber’s call state and related information to applications, subject to the operator’s policy, including but not limited to:
-  call state:  free, setting up a call, in call, releasing  a call
-  call detail: caller/callee ID, location
