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Discussion

TR 22.889 currently lists 336 requirements that, after consolidation, have to be introduced in stage 1 specification as detailed in the Monastery WID.

In principle, it would have been possible to include all those requirements into the specs within two meetings, which would have meant an exception request being raised by SA1 at this meeting.

However, it turned out SA6 being on a very tight working schedule having to complete their leftovers from Rel-14 still in Rel-15. This is leaving very little time for additional FRMCS work in SA6 until their freeze date of Rel-15 in December 2017.

Thus, stakeholders decided to identify only the most important use cases, consolidate them and introduce them to the set of MCX specifications.

The target of this prioritisation was to limit the number of consolidated requirements to around 50.

Otherwise, if there are too many requirements agreed for Rel-15 there is a high chance of SA6 not considering the requirements at all but defer all to Rel-16, even a prioritisation discussion of stage 1 requirements in SA6 is considered taking too much time.
The use cases considered as highest priority are:

· Multi-train voice communication for Drivers including Ground FRMCS User(s)
· Railway emergency communication
· Automatic Train Control (ATC) support by the FRMCS System
· Role management and presence
· Location services related use cases
· FRMCS-user communication handling
· Multi user talker control
· FRMCS System principles overview
SA6 are having a meeting in parallel to SA1#78 in Prague. SA6 have considered 22.889 and contributions have been already provided, partly on not prioritised use cases. 
It is thus proposed to send an LS (S1-172058) to SA6 at the beginning of SA1#78 informing them about our priorities to avoid them spending time on lower priority use cases. 

For agreement by SA1 the stakeholder have prepared a set of CRs to 22.179 and 22.280 to introduce the above high priority requirements.

The use cases given in the list above primarily modify service behavior of MCPTT. The new and changed functionality intended for 22.280, however, shall be available to both MCPTT and MCVideo in Rel-15. 

Please note that the railway community besides their railway specific services eventually wants to make use of all of the Public Safety functionality that has been defined for MCX up to now. To limit the amount of work in Rel-15 it is sufficient to support only MCVideo. 
The lower priority requirements will be introduced in Rel-16 a new WI to allow that is provided in S1-172050. 
Consequently, the Monastery WI for Rel-15 is updated (S1-172052) to reflect the new approach taken.
Further, there are several new use cases by ETSI TC RT and UIC intended for 22.889. The stakeholders decided not to table them this time allowing the time to be spend for normative work on Monastery. Also inputs will come in Rel-16 from Korea (TTA/KRNA) and perhaps some other countries might express their interest.
To accommodate those new use cases we propose to have a new study item (S1-172055) to include those into 22.889 within Rel-16.

At our next meeting based on the approved WIs, we then will create a Rel-16 version of 22.889 and subsequently remove all requirements not covered in Rel-15 from the Rel-15 version of 22.889. 

S1-172124 contains the consolidation results of the requirements of the high priority use cases. It is proposed to include those results into 22.889 V15.0.0
