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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for its LS on Access Control for Light Connected state in LTE (S1-172181/S2-172802).
SA1 has not seen any work items or studies related to this topic but assumes that this is linked to Signalling reduction to enable light connection for LTE (LTE_LIGHT_CON). Also, SA1 has not been contacted before this LS from SA2 by any WG on potential impacts on service requirements that would define the applicability of access control to the proposed new Light Connected State (i.e., RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED).
Based on the LS sent by SA2, SA1 understands that the RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED may become common for some UEs, so that they may never be in RRC_IDLE. SA1 would like to assume that if a new RRC state is introduced to 3GPP, it is justified by being used by a large number of UEs, or at least by a very large number of a certain type of UEs. For access control to be effective, it needs to apply to most UEs, or most UEs of a certain type. Therefore, if RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED becomes common, then access control should apply to it as well.

Question: SA1 would like to hear SA2's and RAN2's assessment on how common RRC_LIGHT_CONNECTED would become, e.g., the type of UEs it is intended for, the type of connections or services where it would apply the,proportion of such UEs compared to UEs in other RRC states, or the length of time the UE may be in different RRC states.
