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Abstract: Summary of SA1 topics at SA plenary.
Introduction
This document is a report of topics related to SA1 at TSG SA#76 (West Palm Beach, Florida, US, 7 - 9 June 2017).

Summary
SA1 presented 20 documents to SA for approval/information.
· 12 CR packs were approved without revision;
· 1 proposed CR was revised and then approved
· 4 WIDs/SIDs were approved;
· 2 WIDs/SIDs were revised and then approved;
· 1 TR for information were noted

SA1 Status Report
The SA1 Status Report in SP-170436 was presented for information and was Noted.

US DoC and a number of other companies indicated that they were not entirely happy with how the MONASTERY work was done. There is clearly a common interest to integrate the railway requirements into Mission Critical specifications as much as possible. However, companies had to do a lot of work last meeting to get the MONASTERY input CRs in a form that was acceptable, something they do not want to repeat. The SA1 chair pointed out that now a process for introduction of FRMCS requirements has been agreed, which should streamline the future work in MONASTERY2. However, more pre-meeting coordination with the Mission Critical companies was requested to ensure that input CRs are going to fit better within the existing Mission Critical TSs.

SA1 Chair assessment: Railway interested companies are strongly encouraged to seek early coordination with the Mission Critical community by sharing draft CRs and asking for feedback pre-meeting.

The SA3 Vice-Chair expressed concern about PARLOS. PARLOS may break the overall security model and it was not clear whether SA3 can fulfil the requirements from PARLOS. It was concluded that it is normal process that downstreams groups provide feedback when they are working to implement SA1 requirements and have issues with them. The PARLOS CRs where therefore approved.

SA1 Chair assessment: No action needed. We will see whether the concerns are shared in SA3 and SA3 provides us with feedback.

There were issues expressed with the 22.261CR0031 on the secure platform aspects. It was decided nevertheless that action point AP75/1 should be considered closed, regardless of the outcome of the discussion of that CR.

Items of interest to SA1
Network slicing
Incoming LS from GSMA in SP-170356. 
GSMA is going to work on the templates for slicing, similarly as there are now templates for roaming. 

SA1 Chair assessment: There is no immediate action required, but it quite likely that we will get future interactions with GSMA on this topic. It is important to check that the GSMA templates for slicing and the SA1 service requirements on slicing are aligned.

[bookmark: _Hlk484802521]RAN report (SP-170561)
The new TSG RAN chairman (Balasz Bertenyi) gave a report (SP-170561) of what happened in the TSG RAN meeting. Some topics of note were:
· There will be no specific CSG functionality in NR Rel-15, but forward compatibility hooks are added (see reply LS to SA1 in RP-171479).
· RAN is also working on low latency improvements for LTE (see LS in RP-171473)

A report from the RAN-SA joint meeting can be found in RP-171481.

Low latency
There was a discussion in the joint SA-RAN meeting on low latency support. NR will support low latency, but can this be supported when NR is combined with EPC as well? The conclusion was that SA2 will need to add additional QCIs in the EPC QoS specs in order to allow signalling to the RAN that low latency is desired. SP-170583 contains the revision of the SA2 EDCE5 WID to add “mechanism to inform RAN on a per bearer level when to configure the low latency features being defined by TSG RAN”. SP-170584 is a related LS from SA to SA2.

Note that NR will also support ultra-reliability. This aspect is not yet included in the SA2 WID because of the timing of the ultra-reliability work on NR (June 2018). Also architecture improvements are not included (e.g. local P-GW selection based on low latency). These may result in later work items.

SA1 Chairman assessment: It is likely that we will end up with both latency and reliability improvements for EPS/EPC. We need to decide whether we want to update 22.278 accordingly, and if so whether we want to do post alignment when downstreams groups are completed or to whether to set requirements already now.
CT report (SP-170566)
The CT chairman reported on the work in CT. Items of interest:
· Stage 3 for Release 14 is now frozen.
· CT has not been able to complete MCImp (MCPTT, MCData, MCVideo) in the Release 14 timeframe. They have indicated which parts are not yet implemented.

SA1 Chair assessment: Now Release 14 stage3 is frozen, it is time to align our SA1 specifications with what has actually been implemented. I will put a dedicated Specification Alignment item on the agenda for the August meeting. Note that also the SA plenary chairman stressed the importance of alignment between stage1, stage2, and stage3 specifications.

China Mobile wanted to remove the “tamper resistant” aspect from the requirement. An attempt was made to revise the CR in SP-170570. However, there was no consensus on this revision. The original SA1 agreed version of CR0031 was therefore  Approved with a working agreement. All other CRs in the CR pack were Approved.
In an LS (SP-170581), SA requested SA3 to review the CR0031 and to coordinate with SA1 on any alignment, as necessary.
