12.x.1
Description

Most of the supplementary services defined in TS 22.173 are commonly used and supported in GSM-R, such as Originating Identification Presentation (OIP), Originating Identification Restriction (OIR), Terminating Identification Presentation (TIP), Terminating Identification Restriction (TIR), Communication DIVersion (CDIV), Communication Barring (CB),Communication HOLD (HOLD), Communication Waiting (CW), CONFerence (CONF), Explicit Communication Transfer (ECT), Closed User Group (CUG), Three-Party (3PTY), Flexible Alerting (FA), Customized Alerting Tone (CAT), Customized Ringing Signal (CRS), Completion of Communications on No Reply (CCNR).  
Hence, it is proposed that the FRMCS-users should be able to use these supplementary services during a call. For example, during a call between the driver and an FRMCS user, the driver can hold the call and make a second call to another FRMCS user using the HOLD service.

Pre-conditions
The FRMCS System supports HOLD service and the FRMCS System allows FRMCS Users to make use of HOLD service.

Service Flows
The driver is talking over a call with an FRMCS user.

During the call, the drive wants to make a second call with another FRMCS user and does not want to release the first call. 

The driver puts the first call on hold and makes the second call to the other FRMCS user.

After the driver finishes the second call, the driver resumes the first call.
