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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA1 for their LS answer on standardized Slice Service Types (SST).
SA2 has introduced standardized SST in Rel-15 for "establishing global interoperability for slicing so that PLMNs can support the roaming use case more efficiently for the most commonly used Slice/Service Types" as specified in TS23.501. SA2, therefore, intends to keep standardized SST values specification in TS23.501 in Rel-15 onwards.
SA2 would like to invite input from SA1 on the characteristics for the existing SSTs and on the need for additional standardized SSTs and their characteristics, e.g. as part of SA1 taking into account any output of the ongoing effort within GSMA NEST project.
SA2 would also like to provide the following response for the question raised:

What is the maximum number of values available for standardized and non-standardized SSTs?
[SA2 answer] SA2 has previously agreed that there is a total of 256 standardized and non-standardized SSTs (see S2-174051 agreed at SA2#121). There has been no formal agreement yet in SA2 on the breakdown among Standardized and non-standardised values, albeit suggestions were made to align with a 50/50 breakdown as for the UE Usage type defined for DECOR. Still not formal agreement is in place so this aspect needs to be finalized as soon as possible.

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks SA1 to take the above information into account.
To CT4 group.

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks CT4 to clarify the range for each of the standardised and the non-standardised SSTs.
