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Abstract: propose a revision of the definition of 5G LAN-type service. 

Introduction
Current definition of 5G LAN service uses a reference to a private virtual network (5G PVN). However, from SA1 perspective, a 5G LAN service can be provided by any mechanism, e.g., by a specific slice, a private network, or a private virtual network. 
It is not in SA1 scope to propose architecture or deployment solutions regarding way to ensure private communications expected for 5G LAN service. We propose then to:

· Clarify the definition of 5GLAN type services in order to stress the privacy aspect without entering into a mechanism space, i.e. no reference to a 5G PVN possibility. 

· Keep the 5G PVN definition but separated if it is useful for ongoing use cases.

In addition, in order to align with the scope text, “5G LAN-type service” is renamed into “5G LAN-style service”.

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

5G PVN: a private virtual network capable of supporting 5G LAN-style service.

5G LAN-style service: a private communication service provided by a network operator capable of supporting IP and/or Ethernet type communications between members of a defined group of UEs.
