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	Reason for change:
	Currently the requirements on legacy support are incomplete and unclear, as follows:
1) Currently it is stated that support for seamless handover between 5G RAN and 2G/3G is not required. However, it is currently unclear if IP address preservation is required during this type of mobility. Therefore it is clarified that IP address preservation is not required during mobility between 5G RAN and 2G/3G. Note that this also implies that seamless handover is not supported, so the seamless handover requirement can be omitted. 
2) The current requirements refer to handover and it is unclear if the UE needs to support cell reselection procedures in idle mode. By stating that IP address preservation is not required during mobility (as opposed to during handover), includes also the case of cell reselection when IP address is assigned to the UE. To make it clear we also add an exception for cell reselection support. 
3) The exceptions also apply to CDMA2000, which is currently not covered. 
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	Summary of change:
	1)  Clarified that IP address preservation is not required during mobility between 5G RAN and 2G/3G.
2)  Added the exception that support for cell reselection between 5G RAN and 2G/3G is not required
3) Added CDMA2000 as part of 2G/3G

The 5G system shall support all EPS capabilities (e.g., from TSs 22.011, 22.101, 22.278, 22.185, 22.071, 22.115, 22.153, 22.173) with the following exceptions:
