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Abstract: Correction to unclear requirement for augmented reality latency.
Discussion
A latency requirement in section 5.3.10, Augmented reality is unspecific, stating that “…latency of the 5G system shall therefore be (significantly) smaller than 10 ms.”  This does not give any real guidance to downstream groups, and it promotes a KPI that is overly restrictive.

Make the following change to cuurent proposed requirement Factories of the Future 10.2.

The end-to-end latency between capturing a new image and displaying the augmented image based on the newly captured image shall be smaller than 50 ms, in order to avoid cyber-sickness. The one-way end-to-end latency of the 5G system shall be 10 ms or less.
