Justification

In 5G, an available capacity of RAN will be much bigger than one in 4G. UEs can upload the large-capacity data through 5G network. For example, a connected car will upload in-car sensor data for diagnostic and photo/LIDAR data for dynamic map generation into servers in the 3rd data centres. Background data transfer is expected to utilize a wireless resource in an effective manner as well as resource management in a core network. A UE can contribute optimization of the wireless resource utilization by receiving policies for the background data transfer from the core network.
Previous related work was captured in TS 22.101 under a key word of “background data transfer” and TS 22.368 under a title of “Time Controlled”. They mainly focused 3GPP core network capabilities and 3rd party interaction for the background data transfer.
In clause 6.4.2.3 of TS 22.268, a service requirement of efficient management for IoT is defined. This requirement is applied for both device provisioning and device management. As the device management, it is beneficial that the core network provides the policies to the UE for the background data transfer. However, it is unclear that the requirement is applied for the background data transfer. This work item complements it.
