Description

When some intelligent devices are shared by individuals. It is necessary to avoid misuse and ensure the privacy of each individual users.
5.1.2
Pre-conditions

· Jimbo and Ryder are two children of the family.
· Both of them live with their parents in the same house.
· A pad is shared in the family, which supports HD voice, HD video and surfing the Internet.
5.1.3
Service Flows

· Jimbo first registered in the living room with pad surfing. Then leave the house to go to school. 
· Jimbo didn't do anything about pad for 5 minutes after leaving the house. 
· The operation of Jimbo on the pad is automatically de-registered.
· Ryder registered in the living room with pad surfing.
· Ryder uses pad for about half an hour.

· Ryder makes pad into the locked mode before leaving pad. Or pad automatically entered the locked mode after Ryder left for 5mins.
· Mummy want to use the same pad Ryder used 5mins ago.

· When the mother unlocked pad, the screen prompts need to re-register or provide voice shortcut entry. Such as to say “open sesame” to enter the Ryder’s account.

Post-conditions

If Jimbo does not use pad for a period of time. Jimbo’s account on the pad will automatically de-register. Mom doesn't know the past password of Ryder. She can't log in to the Ryder account. But if Ryder reuses pad, it will be able to register quickly.

[Potential] Requirements

3GPP system should support terminals to de-register automatically without using services for a timeslot. The timeslot can be configured by MNOs.
3GPP system should support a fast register authentication mechanism, by ways of image selection, voice, text selection and so on.
