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	Reason for change:
	In many markets there is an increasing demand for users being able access telecommunications services using more than one device. Although more than one device is inherently possible in IMS, there are service requirements for multi-device services going beyond what is currently specified. Having call logs synchronized across multiple devices, such that when information on one device about a missed call has been read, the information about the missed call should be erased on the other devices.
Further, identities belonging to different subscriptions can be shared between devices. One example is that a user may wish to use a private phone (or other device) also for placing calls from or receiving calls to his/her job identity.
This CRintends to formulate the service requirements for the above use cases. There is also a related LS from GSMA RILTE pointing to the need for such specification in 3GPP that they can profile.

Multi-device requirements

The support of multiple devices is inherent in IMS. In addition, a service provider may allow a user to use any identity for its outgoing and incoming calls. The added idenities can but need not be belonging to the served user. 
A user shall be able to indicate which of the allowed identities a user wishes to use. 
The network shall be able to indicate to the user which identity the incoming communication is intended to reach.

The network shall allow users to add identities asymmetrically, e.g. if an identity belonging to user B is allowed to be used by user A, this does not automatically mean that identities belonging to user A is allowed to be used by user B.

Call logs shall be possible to synchronize between the multiple devices a user can use, e.g. when a call log item has been read on one device the other devices shall be informed so they can remove that item.
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
