Interworking with non-sip cameras
X.4.1
Description (Informative)
Video cameras are widely deployed in various vertical industries. Real time communication between UE and camera is emerging, e.g. for ambulances equipped with high-definition cameras, doctors in the hospital can provide remote guidance for medical treatment / diagnosis through mobile phone and control the camera in real-time.  

For this it is desirable that IMS is able to handle such cameras connected to an UE. For example, IMS should be able to issue pan tilt zoom commands (PTZ) and other commands to an ONVIF compatible camera (Or other interworking profiles e.g. defined by ITU).
X.4.2
Requirements
The IMS network be able to provide a mechanism to allow a user to discover a non-sip ONVIF compatible camera connected to an UE.
The IMS network shall be able to support a mechanism to interwork a non-sip ONVIF compatible camera connected to an UE.
The IMS network shall be able to deliver the information to control the functions to a non-sip ONVIF compatible camera connected to an UE (e.g. PTZ of camera).
NOTE: 
Discovery, interworking and control of non SIP cameras also requires functionality on the non-SIP camera side which is out of scope of 3GPP.
