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1 Introduction

GSMA NG RILTE has worked on solutions for multi-device support based on requirements from GSMA GFRG (Global Functional Requirements Group).
2 Discussion

NG RILTE has concluded that not all requirements from GFRG are supported in 3GPP specifications. Related to the attached Multi Device Voice and Video (MDV2) requirements RILTE would like to highlight the following requirements, which are considered unspecified by 3GPP, but fall within 3GPP responsibility and have an impact on the UNI.
R17-2-8
If a missed call notification has been cleared on one device (e.g. because the user has seen the missed call notification), then the missed call notification shall be immediately cleared on all reachable federated devices.

R17-2-9
If a device is not reachable, then updates on that device are not performed. When a device comes online again, all previous notifications shall be updated.

R17-4-5
Call logs shall provide the following:

· R17-4-5-1
Other party involved in call.

· R17-4-5-2
Incoming or outgoing call.

· R17-4-5-3
Date and timestamp when the call was established.

· R17-4-5-4
Duration.

· R17-4-5-5
Enriched Calling media according to Enriched Calling requirements.

· R17-4-5-6
Some of the call log information may be available in a “Detailed View” only.

· R17-4-5-7
Filter options for display of incoming / outgoing / missed calls / accepted calls / rejected calls. 

· R17-4-5-8
Voice call / video call differentiator.

RILTE comment: RILTE believes this can be achieved by using the call log defined in OMA-CPM RESTful API, but a format for the data is needed to be specified in stage 3.
Another set of requirements relate to the possibility for a user to use other identities. GSMA RILTE believes that for identities within one subscription 3GPP provides sufficient support. But it is also required that identities from different subscriptions can be shared. The following requirement seem to have no support in 3GPP:
R1-1-1 It shall be possible to configure the service that any incoming (voice or video) calls either directed to the MSISDN of the SIM in the Mobile Device, i.e., the native MSISDN / phone number / identity, or to any added phone number (fixed or mobile) can be received on the Mobile Device.
RILTE comment: Currently only numbers within same subscription are covered by the 3GPP specifications. The requirement is that also numbers within different subscription and numbers within different networks are covered.
R1-2-1 When making a (voice or video) call, the user shall be able to choose from the available phone numbers the calling party phone number that shall be presented to the called party and in call logs of both calling and called party’s devices.
R1-3-1-1 If a phone number, that belongs to another device, was added to a Mobile Device, it shall not automatically determine the reciprocal addition.
RILTE Comment: This means that if user A is allowed to use identity B, user B is not automatically allowed to use identity A. Current 3GPP specifications do not cover this scenario.
3 Action to SA1:
NG RILTE asks SA1 to study the requirements and if there are missing service requirements in 3GPP specifications, NG RILTE asks SA1 to kindly specify the missing requirements.
