Services Configuration of Shared Devices
5.1.1
Description

Operators provide a variety of businesses. But sharing devices carrying too many services will increase network complexity. And the user experience is reduced. Therefore, the network needs to satisfy operators to simplify business provision and configuration independently.

Pre-conditions

· Jimbo and Ryder are two children of the family.
· Both of them live with their parents in the same house.
· A pad is shared in the family, which supports HD voice, HD video and surfing the Internet.
· Both of them have their own mobile terminals.

Service Flows

· Ryder hopes to use pad to watch movies and play somatic games. But he don't want to make calls and send messages.

· Ryder logs in pad at home, surfing the Internet. He can still send or receive phone calls, send or receive messages on his mobile phone.

· Ryder can configure on the phone whether he wants to use data business, telephone or message business on pad.
· Jimbo hopes to use voice and messaging services on pad as well. He could receive calls on the pad after he registered.
· Similar services are already available to operators providing such services for Jimbo, such as VoWiFi.

· Jimbo's experience of using pad can be compatible with VoWiFi's, such as supplementary, intelligent services, etc.
