[bookmark: _GoBack]BroadWay procuring and testing innovative 3GPP Mission Critical solutions
Market Representation Partner (MRP), Public Safety Communication Europe (PSCE) Forum are operating as project co-ordinator for project BroadWay.
BroadWay brings together a joint procurement team initially comprising 11 European countries; a team of national ministries and agencies responsible for the communication services used by 1.4 Million public safety responders across Europe. BroadWay is co-funded by the European Commission.

We would like to inform SA1 of a pre-commercial procurement opportunity for mobile operators and industry suppliers to deploy a pan-European broadband mobile system for public safety. This system will be based on 3GPP standardised Mission Critical broadband and other 3GPP related capabilities that will support Public Safety Communication users. Procured solutions will enable operational mobility for public safety responders, allowing them to carry out their operations wherever they are across Europe, and in collaboration with responders from other agencies and countries. 

BroadWay are currently carrying out an Open Market Consultation to assess the status of the market and maturity of technologies available. We invite mobile operators, suppliers of infrastructure and mission critical services and applications, and those who test such systems, to contribute their knowledge to help our team of government/agency procurers to decide priorities during preparation of our Invitation to Tender. We expect to invite for tender by the end of 2018. 
Our pre-commercial procurement programme targets a pan-European pilot system at Technology Readiness Level 8 ‘System complete and qualified’, deployed in 2021. Innovative solutions to implement this will be procured together with technical validation capabilities, and the means to achieve successful evaluation by public safety users. 
BroadWay will allow mobile operators and suppliers to develop their technologies and learn of the new technical capabilities and market opportunities available for 3GPP Mission Critical capabilities for public safety. Pre-commercial procurement provides a risk sharing basis. BroadWay will fund innovation activity that will achieve our goal, allowing suppliers to retain their intellectual property.
We expect to feed back to 3GPP where any gaps or improvements will be found.
