Considerations on identity value
Current regulatory regimes require that a governmentally issued identity is established for each UAV prior to operation, and in some cases is physically displayed on the UAV. This identity is typically allocated through an online registration process.
Some examples are:

· United States of America; 8 digits in format FA-###-###
· Registration number label shall be printed and affixed to UAV
· China; 11 digits in format UAS########
· QR code shall be printed and affixed to UAV

· Civil drone registration QR code includes drone manufacturer, product model, product name, Product serial number, registration time, owner's name or unit name, contact information and other information. 

It would be reasonable to assume that regions with a regulatory environment which requires this would require that a 3GPP-based remote ID solution would reuse at least this identity at the application layer.
