Abstract: This contribution motivates the changes proposed in CR S1-182247.
Discussion
S1-181650, presented at SA1#82, introduced the nomenclature of type-a and type-b networks to TR 22.804. This contribution also provided pertinent requirements and instructions to the editor on where to change the text of the TR in order to align the it with the new nomenclature. Due to this change, the terms "private network" and "exclusive networks" were purged from TR 22.804.
However, there are still remnants of the modifier of "private” in relation to networks in TR 22.804, V16.0.0. For instance, subclause 5.3.1.2 still refers to “private 5G systems”.

CR S1-182247 proposes a clean-up based on the following philosophy: where "private" relates to both type-a and type-b networks, "private" is replaced with "non-public". There are two reasons for so doing:
1. "Private" comes with a baggage, since in TS 22.261, R15, private network refers to a type of network that is similar to type-b networks in TR 22.804, V16.0.0.

2. "Private networks" is a term widely used outside 3GPP, but it has different meanings (see, for instance, https://www.howtogeek.com/245982/WHATS-THE-DIFFERENCE-BETWEEN-PRIVATE-AND-PUBLIC-NETWORKS-IN-WINDOWS/, https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Private_network)
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
