Summary
SA1 presented x documents to SA for approval/information.
· 19 CR packs were approved without revision;
· 1 CR pack was noted
· 10 WIDs/SIDs were approved;
· 4 WIDs/SIDs were revised and then approved
· 7 TRs for approval were approved

SA1 Status Report
The SA1 Status Report in SP-180302 was presented for information and was Noted.


Items of interest to SA1
Alignment of 5GS requirements with EPS
There was a revised cyberCAV WID proposal from Vodafone and Telecom Italia (SP-180463). Proposal was to include EPS aspects to the WID. A reaction from plus reaction from Siemens and Deutsche Telekom was provided (SP-180548). Decision was to draft a EPS WID, which will not be approved now (as it is a new WID not submitted to this meeting), but should be the basis for agreement in SA1 

MediaTek et all presented a document (SP-180563) on feature parity. The discussion resulted in a document (SP-180571) reflecting the principles of feature parity, which was endorsed:
· Any proposal for bringing parity of EPS features, functionality, requirements with those in 5GS shall be 
· treated on a case-by-case basis; and
· subject to dedicated EPS-only work item proposals (study/feature); and
· subject to normal working procedures. 
· Any Rel-16 Focus Area shall explicitly identify the 3GPP system (5GS, EPS) to which it is targeted.
· All new work item proposals (study/feature) which target more than only 5GS shall explicitly identify and distinguish which objectives apply to systems other than 5GS.

Following the agreed principles the SA1 agreed SMARTER Ph2 WID revision (SP-180313) was revised to clarify that this WID does not imply new Stage 2 work in SA2, it is only to align with and/or clarify aspects in 22.261 AND 22.278 with what has already been specified in stage 2 or is being worked on in stage 2.

Chairman’s assessment: SA1 needs to clearly identify in SID/WID objectives what applies to 5GS and what applies to EPS. There shall be no ambiguity. 
Prioritization discussion
There was a prioritization discussion for Release 16 in SA plenary and in the SA – RAN joint session. Topics that are also prioritized in RAN have to be maintained in the list of SA priorities. These topics were complemented with SA-only topics. The result of the prioritization discussion is in SP-180619.
Main bottleneck is the time in SA2. That is why the resulting list of priority items only contains SA2 WIDs/SIDs.
Note that the priority list will be revisited in September.

Chairman’s assessment: For SA1 the outcome of the prioritization does not have direct impact. We can continue with our work and study items. We do however have to understand which work will or will not result in Release 16 specifications. 
Secure storage
KPN provided two company contributions on the alignment between SA1 and SA3 on secure storage (SP-180513 and SP-180514). Also Siemens had a proposed CR in (SP-180550). Both CRs were merged and further revised and finally approved as SP-180610
[bookmark: _Hlk484802521]SA1 requirements for CioT
The SA1 agreed CR pack SP-180303 was noted. Though there were some questions on whether this alignment is needed, I was able to convince people that it is useful. However, it was pointed out that there are several mistakes in the text and that some CioT features are missing. 

Chairman’s assessment: We should come back next SA plenary with a better set of alignment CRs. Clearly indicating on the cover page that this is for alignment only and that these CRs do not imply SA2 work.
RAN report (SP-180612)
The TSG vice RAN chairman gave a report (SP-180612) of what happened in the TSG RAN meeting. 

Most relevant information for 3GPP SA1 is the time line and prioritization of RAN work/study items for Release 16.

CT report (SP-180564)
The CT chairman (Georg Mayer) reported on the work in CT (SP-180198). 
Rel-15 is now frozen in 3GPP CT. There are a few exceptions. Some Mission Critical work may be moved to Release 16 if not completed by September.
