Annex <X> (informative): Deployment options for non-public  networks
<X>.1 Preamble

This Annex lists and describes exemplary deployment options for non-public networks. 



<X>.2
Deployment option NPN-1 – separate non-public network

The non-public network is deployed as a separate 5G network. 






<X>.3
Deployment option NPN-2-1 – dedicated non-public network 
The non-public network is deployed as a 5G network consisting of dedicated hardware and software (base stations etc.). UEs subscribed to the non-public network may move into the coverage area of a PLMN and experience service continuity in case a related agreement is in place.
<X>.4
Deployment option NPN-2-2 – dedicated non-public network consisting of segregated networks 

The non-public network is deployed as multiple, dedicated 5G networks with the same non-public network identifier, but the networks are not connected to each other and they are non-overlapping. In order to move from one part of the non-public network to another without losing a running communication service, UEs may move into a PLMN, which overlaps all or parts of the service area of the non-public network. The UEs experience service continuity in case a related agreement is in place.

Deployment option NPN-3-1 – non-public network hosted by a PLMN

The non-public network is hosted by a PLMN. UEs subscribed to the non-public network may move into the coverage area of a PLMN and experience service continuity in case a related agreement is in place.

Deployment option NPN-3-2 – non-public network as a set of network slices of a PLMN

The non-public network is hosted by a PLMN and comprises several network slices. UEs subscribed to the non-public network may move into the coverage area of a PLMN and experience service continuity in case a related agreement is in place. UEs may connect to different network slices. The non-public network can use its network slices, among others, for traffic engineering and traffic isolation.

Deployment option NPN-4-1 – non-public network as a subset of a PLMN

The non-public network is deployed as a local subset of a PLMN . UEs subscribed to the non-public network may move into the coverage area of a PLMN and experience service continuity in case a related agreement is in place.

Deployment option NPN-4-2 – non-public network as multiple subsets of a PLMN

The non-public network is deployed as multiple local subsets of a PLMN. For instance, it uses parts of the RAN in different geographic locations. UEs subscribed to the non-public network may move into the coverage area of a PLMN and experience service continuity in case a related agreement is in place.
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
