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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks RAN2 for the LS in R2-1816068 on RRCReject T302 Timer Exemption for MPS and MCS.

SA1 discussed the RAN 2 question “if MPS and MCS subscribers should be exempt from the RRC Reject message with ‘waitTime’ timer to receive the same prioritized treatment as mobile originated Emergency Calls and MT access?”

The general SA1 view is that the 3GPP system must provide prioritized treatment to Emergency, MPS and MCS and matters pertaining to relative priority and precedence among these priority services are left to regional/national regulatory and operator policies.  Therefore, MPS and MCS calls should at least receive the same prioritized treatment as mobile originated Emergency Calls and MT access by 3GPP defined procedures.

Based on this general view and the following supporting material in SA1 specifications, SA1 is of the opinion that MPS and MCS should also be exempt from the ‘waitTime’ timer to receive the same prioritized treatment as mobile originated Emergency Calls and MT access:
1. Requirement in subclause 5.11 (Network Management Function) of TS 22.153 stating “Based on regional/national requirements and network operator policy, an MPS session shall be exempted from network management controls up to the point where further exemption would cause network instability. Congestion controls, overload controls, load balancing, and load re-balancing shall not adversely impact MPS.”

2. NOTE in subclause 6.7 (Priority, QoS and policy control) of TS 22.261 stating “Priority between different services is subject to regional or national regulatory and operator policies.”

3. NOTE in subclause 6.8 (Dynamic policy control) of TS 22.261 stating “Prioritisation, pre-emption, and precedence of critical traffic associated with certain priority services (e.g., MPS and Emergency) are subject to regional/national regulatory and operator policies.”
2. Actions:

ACTION: SA1 asks RAN2 to take into consideration SA1 opinion that MPS and MCS should also be exempt from the ‘waitTime’ timer to receive the same prioritized treatment as mobile originated Emergency Calls and MT access.
