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Abstract: Rewrite and add the requirement about enabling/disabling UE from 5G-LAN based on location to TS 22.261.
Discussion:

There are two requirements about enabling/disabling UE from 5G-LAN based on location in TR 22.821
[PR 5.29.6-1] The 5G system  shall support to disable a UE from a 5G-LAN type service based on the UE’s location (e.g. when UE moves out the area where a particular 5G-LAN type service is allowed).

[PR 5.29.6-3] The 5G system shall support to enable a UE for a 5G-LAN type service based on the UE’s location (e.g. when UE moves back to the area where the 5G-LAN type service is allowed).
The two requirements were discussed at the #83 meeting, and the following intermediate conclusions were formed in the S1-182451 discussion paper:
 [PR 5.28.6-3] The 5G network shall allow the operator to authorize/de-authorize UEs for using a 5G LAN-type service.
[PR 5.29.6-1] The 5G system  shall allow the operator to authorise or remove authorization for a UE to use a 5G-LAN type service based on the UE’s location (e.g. when UE moves out the area where a particular 5G-LAN type service is allowed).
However, the description of the above requirements is not found in the latest TS 22.261. This scenario and the corresponding requirements are important, especially in the case of edge computing, so it is recommended to add this feature to the TS.
In addition, this may not the issue about authorize/de-authorize, for UE’s authorization to access a specific 5G LAN-type service is not changed in this scenario. What the 5G system need to do is just add/remove the UEs in a specific area who has a specific 5G LAN-type service subscription.  
Consider a situation where an operators expands a specific 5G LAN-type service A to a building. The 5G system needs to let all the UEs in the building that have 5G LAN-type service A subscriptions (these users were originally accessed via PLMN)  to access the 5G LAN VN, for those  UEs  who are in idle state the  5G system needs to page or wake them first.
Action: Rewrite as follow and put it in 6.26.2.1 rather than in 8.3(Authentication)
The 5G system shall allow the network operator to enable or disable a UE’s private communication of a 5GLAN-VN based on UE’s location.
Proposal:

CRs are provided to include the modified requirements into 22.261.
