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Abstract: Rewrite and add the requirement about network selection for UE with non-public network and PLMN subscription to TS 22.261.
Discussion:

There are two requirements about network selection for a UE with a subscription to a non-public or with a subscription to a PLMN, but not mention the situation for a UE both with non-public network and PLMN subscription. So, it is recommended to add this scenario.
What’s more, when a UE with two types of subscriptions accesses to the network, which one will be preferred, a common method is based on the operator's instructions. So, it is recommended to add a new requirement.
The 5G system shall support a mechanism to prevent a UE with a subscription to a non-public network from automatically selecting and attaching to a PLMN or non-public network it is not authorised to select.

The 5G system shall support a mechanism to prevent a UE with a subscription to a PLMN from automatically selecting and attaching to a non-public network it is not authorised to select.
Action: Rewrite and add a new requirement as follow:
The 5G system shall support a mechanism to prevent a UE only with a subscription to a non-public network from automatically selecting and attaching to a PLMN or non-public network it is not authorised to select.

The 5G system shall support a mechanism to prevent a UE only with a subscription to a PLMN from automatically selecting and attaching to a non-public network.
The 5G system shall support a mechanism to prevent a UE with a subscription to a non-public network and a subscription to a PLMN from automatically selecting and attaching to a non-public network it is not authorised to select.
The 5G system shall support a mechanism for a UE with non-public network and PLMN subscription to select among a non-public network and a PLMN in a prioritised order. The priority order may, subject to operator policies, be provisioned in an Operator Controlled PLMN Selector lists and stored in the 5G UE.
Proposal:

CRs are provided to include the modified requirements into 22.261.
