1. Overall Description:

During discussions of FS_MCLOG, there were different interpretations of requirement [R-6.15.1-001] in TS 22.280.
	6.15.1
Discreet listening capabilities

[R-6.15.1-001] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Group or Private Communication transmissions from any MCX User within their authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the MCX User.


SA6 is looking for clarifications on this requirement, specifically on how group communications involving the MCX user are handled, and whether groups can be targets of discreet listening.
2. Actions:

To SA1.

ACTION: 
SA6 kindly asks SA1 to answer the following questions.
Question 1: Can an authorized MCX user specify an MCX Service Group or an MCX Service Group Communication as the target of discreet listening, such that transmissions from all the MCX users that are currently participating in the group communication are received by the authorized user without noticeable impact on or knowledge of any of the MCX users currently affiliated to the group?
Answer 1: Yes. The MCX Service can provide a mechanism for an authorized user to specify an MCX service group as the target of discreet listening; and the MCX Service can also provide a mechanism for an authorized user to specify an MCX service group communication as the target of discreet listening.

Question 2: If the target of discreet listening is a single user, but this target user is currently involved in a group communication, shall the authorized user only receive the transmissions from the target user and discard transmissions received by the target user in the group communication?
Anawer2: No, When the target of discreet listening is a single user who is involved in a group communication, the authorized user shall receive the transmissions from the target user; but the authorized user may or may not discard transmissions received by the target user
Question 3: Is the answer to question 2 the same for receiving the transmissions from other participants who are receiving service in a Partner MCX Service System, especially in the case of different system administrations?
Answer 3: yes
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
