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	Reason for change:
	The incoming LS (S6-181866) from SA6 seeks clarifications on whether an authorized MCX user specify an MCX Service Group or an MCX Service Group Communication as the target of discreet listening, such that transmissions from all the MCX users that are currently participating in the group communication are received by the authorized user without noticeable impact on or knowledge of any of the MCX users currently affiliated to the group.

The current requirement indicates that group communication transmissions can be discreet listened, but it’s unclear that “…an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Group or Private Communication transmissions from any MCX User” refers to discreet listening towards a specified user or a specified group or can be both.
If the target can be a group, the current requirement “…within their authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the MCX User” is still unclear whether the authorized party for being listened is the specified user or the whole group.

6.15.1
Discreet listening capabilities

[R-6.15.1-001] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Private Communication transmissions to and from a specific target MCX User within their authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the MCX User and other unauthorized MCX Users.

[R-6.15.1-002] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Group Communication transmissions to and from a specific target MCX User within their authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the MCX User and other unauthorized MCX Users.

[R-6.15.1-003] Subject to regulatory constraints and operator security policies, the MCX Service shall allow to be configured not to provide transmissions from MCX Users who are communicating with the discreet listening target MCX User, but who are not themselves targets of discreet listening.

[R-6.15.1-004] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Group transmissions from a specific MCX Service Group within the group’s authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the members of the MCX Group.

NOTE:   Permission to activate discreet listening can include multiple levels of authorization, but this is outside the scope of 3GPP.
