Justification
The railway community is considering a successor to GSM-R, as the forecast obsolescence of the 2G-based GSM-R technology is envisaged around 2030, with first FRMCS trial implementations expected to start around 2022/2023. 

The Future Railway Mobile Communication System (FRMCS) functional working group (FWG) of the International Union of Railways (UIC) have investigated and summarised their requirements for the next generation railway communication system in the Future Railway Mobile Communication User Requirements Specification. Based on that document, UIC are working now on additional use cases for FRMCS as well as corrections to existing ones.

A gap analysis was started in Rel-15 with study item FS_FRMCS (750004), and continued in Rel-16 with study item FS_FRMCS2 (760005). But some gaps remain and need to be analysed in Rel-17 (e.g. Off-Network MCX service and Proximity Services for Rail communications) with possible normative adjustments within stage 1.

This work item will consider introducing the requirements identified by TR 22.889 that were not analysed yet, to complete the gap analysis. Major requirements should be related to Off-Network MCX Service communications.
