The 5G system shall allow the operator to define and update the set of services and capabilities supported in a network slice. [7] 
The 5G system shall allow the operator to assign a UE to a network slice, to move a UE from one network slice to another, and to remove a UE from a network slice based on subscription, UE capabilities, the access technology being used by the UE, operator's policies and services provided by the network slice. The 5G system shall provide information on the current availability of a specific communication service in a particular area (e.g. cell id).upon request of an authorised user. [7]

Potential New Requirements needed to support the use case
Based on operator 's policy, the 3GPP system shall be able to provide information regarding the service availability status for UAVs in a certain geographical area at a certain time.​
3GPP system shall support generate charging records separately, when UAV and UAV controller belong to different PLMN, regardless of whether the same or different UTMs are used.

The 3GPP system shall support the generation of record segmentation at charging boundaries of different service, or the generation of new charging record.

The 3GPP system shall provide an API that alarm network status, regardless of the UAV connectivity to the network.

The 3GPP network shall support UAVs and the corresponding UAV controller are connecting to different MNOs at the same time. The charging records shall be able to generate separately, regardless of whether the same or different UTMs are used.
