Justification

With the widespread growth of robocalling in the U.S., regulators and consumers are seeking comprehensive solutions to address these illegal and often fraudulent calls targeting vulnerable and elderly populations. After trialing different solutions, and recognizing Secure Telephone Identity Revisited (STIR) is only one part of the solution, recent regulatory activities are calling for the use of caller ID analytics. The U.S. Federal Communications Commission issued a Declaratory Ruling and Third Notice of Proposed Rulemaking on Advanced Methods to Target and Eliminate Unlawful Robocalls (CG Docket No. 17-59, adopted on June 6, 2019) that clarifies that phone companies may immediately offer programs based on reasonable “analytics.” 
The proposed additions to the eCNAM feature herein provide clarifications necessary to support those regulatory expectations. 
4 Objective

The objective is to add requirements for incorporating the results of the Caller Identity Analytics function (out of 3GPP scope) into the eCNAM service in 3GPP TS 22.173.
