	Reason for change:
	When the UE is in CONNECTED mode, upon receiving SOR information, the release of the signalling connection and performing higher priority PLMN selection depends on UE implementation. The UEs in 5G may stay in connected mode for a rather long time, a whole day or longer. The HPLMN operator might want to control when the UE moves to idle mode to perform SOR.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clause 3.2.2.8 of TS 22.011 applies also to 5GS.
In addition, enhancement of SoR requirements was added, allowing the HPLMN operator to control when the UE moves to idle mode to perform SOR.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Objectives of the WID are not specified.
The HPLMN operator does not have any means to control the time a UE should move to idle mode to perform SOR preferred by the operator. Expecially, this would be an issue for 5G UE which can stay longer in connected mode.

Clause 3.2.2.8 of TS 22.011 [3] and clause 6.x.2 of this specification apply to the 5G system.

Requirements

6.x.2.1
General
It shall be possible for the HPLMN to control when a UE, which is in automatic mode and currently in CONNECTED mode, releases the signalling connection locally and initiates higher priority PLMN selection based on its operator policy and on the type of ongoing communication (e.g., emergency IMS voice, non-emergency IMS voice, other internet services).
The mechanism mentioned above in this clause shall be available to the HPLMN even if the VPLMN, the UE is registered on, is compliant to an earlier release of the 5G system.
