Justification

Multi-User ID was specified in Release-16 [SP-180315].  It allows a user to have multiple devices that can share multiple identities e.g. a user can have a smartphone, smartwatch, VR glass’s etc.  When a terminated session arrives all of these UE’s could be alerted for the incoming session.  However the requirements created as a result of SP-180315 make no provisions for a user being able to configure which devices should receive a mobile terminated session or if only certain types of media should be delivered e.g. A user has a smart watch (wearable) and a smart phone, both devices can receive phone calls and messaging.  During the day the user goes for a jog, they leave the smartphone in the office but keep the smartwatch on to track their progress.  They wish to only receive text messages while jogging and not phone calls in such instance a user should be able to set user preferences how what media can be delivered to what device.  Later in the day the user attends a meeting and does not want to be disturbed on either device.  
Current thinking in 3GPP TS 24.174 is that identities that are shared are activated and deactivated at the time of provision and withdrawal.  

4.5.2
Activation/deactivation
The MuD and MiD services are activated at provisioning and deactivated at withdrawal.

Temporary activation and deactivation of identities cannot be achieved by having the service provision or withdrawn.  Thus it is impossible for a user to practically configure if an identity should be shared or activated for sharing during a set period of time during the day.

Objective

Define requirements to allow a user who has the Multi-User ID capability to be able to set user preferences that indicate which device should be alerted and what type of media should be sent to that device.
