Abstract: This document contains a proposed formulation for the requirement text on QoS information provided to the UE, since the selection/reselection requirement in Section 5.1.6 does not state anything about whether any information is made available to the UE in case a desired QoS cannot be achieved (anymore) by (any of the) relay communication paths. 
It is essential for a UE to know this information, since it may act differently (e.g. change local application behaviour as shown in use case 5.6, inform the end user, etc.) in case a certain desired QoS level cannot be achieved.

Although some arguments have been made that this is indirectly implied by other requirements, we would like to make it explicit, in order to make sure that the chosen solution will support such requirement.
As for the editor’s note in 5.6.6: the information can be provided at any moment, i.e. the requirement should not be restricted as to when this information is provided (since that would anyway be too solution oriented).

5.6.6 Potential New Requirements needed to support the use case

Next to the requirements mentioned in the other use cases in this document the following potentially new requirements are needed to support the use case:

[PR 5.6.6-1] The 5G system shall support a mechanism to inform a UE whether any of the available indirect 3GPP Communication paths can provide sufficient QoS or not.
