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Abstract: This document discusses the relationship between TS 22.261 and other specifications that address 5G service requirements in different vertical sectors or on other aspects. Recommendations are provided for your consideration.  

Discussion
TS 22.261 specifies the basic and generic service and operational requirements for a 5G system, including a UE, NG-RAN, and 5G Core network. Requirements for a 5G E-UTRA-NR Dual Connectivity in E-UTRAN connected to EPC are captured in TS 22.278.
The relationships between TS 22.261 and other related service requirements specifications can be summarised below.
Legacy service support
With exceptions described in clause 5.1.2.2 the 5G system supports all EPS capabilities:

· TS 22.011: service accessibility
· TS 22.101: service principles
· TS 22.278: service requirements for EPS
· TS 22.185: service requirements for V2X services
· TS 22.071: Location Services (LCS)
· TS 22.115: Service aspects; Charging and billing
· TS 22.153: Multimedia priority service
· TS 22.173: IMS Multimedia Telephony Service and supplementary services
5G requirements complementing legacy service support
Clause 6.9 captures the requirements on connectivity models that complement the requirements listed in TS 22.278, clauses 7B and 7C.
Clause 6.10 captures the requirements on network capability exposure that complement the requirements listed in TS 22.101, clause 29.
Clause 6.13 captures the requirements on flexible broadcast/multicast service that complement the requirements listed in TS 22.146, TS 22.246 and TS 22.101, clause 32.
Clause 6.19 captures the requirements on 3GPP access network selection that complement the requirements listed in TS 22.011, clause 32.
Clause 6.21 captures the requirements on NG-RAN Sharing that complement the requirements listed in TS 22.101, clause 28.2.
Clause 6.30 captures the requirements on steering of roaming that complement the requirements listed in TS 22.011, clause 3.2.2.8.
Service requirements captured in other specifications
Clause 6.20 describes the eV2X aspects but the service requirements are specified in TS 22.186. 

Clause 6.28 describes the cyber-physical control applications in vertical domains while the specific service requirements are captured in TS 22.104.

Clause 6.29 describes the messaging aspects and the requirements are specified in TS 22.262.

Clause 6.32 describes the UAV aspects while requirements are in TS 22.125.
While the generic 5G service performance requirements are defined in TS 22.261, the specific KPI requirements are included in other specifications as follows:

Cyber-physical control applications in vertical domains can be found in TS 22.104.

V2X can be found in TS 22.186.

Rail communications can be found in TS 22.289.
Recommendations
In principle, TS 22.261 captures the generic service requirements for 5G system while other 5G related specifications define specific requirements.

TS 22.263 “Service requirements for Video, Imaging and Audio for Professional Applications (VIAPA)”
TS 22.263 describes the service and performance requirements for the operation of professional video, audio and imaging via a 5G system. The generic requirements can be moved to TS 22.261:

· Clause 5.1 
Non-public network requirements 

· Clause 5.4
Network exposure requirements

· Clause 5.5
Service continuity
· Clause 5.6
Multi-network connectivity and service delivery
In addition, it may be useful to have a clause in TS 22.261 with the description of video, imaging and audio for professional applications and refer to TS 22.263 for the specific requirements. 
MUSIM: Support for Multi-USIM Devices
Most the service requirements will be captured in the corresponding specifications for legacy services. If there is any 5G specific requirements, a new clause may be necessary.
