Justification

When a UE registers on a network it is possible that the PLMN might provide textual information (using the NITZ functionality) that the UE can display to the user with the intention that the user has a clear indication regarding the PLMN being used.

However, it is possible that the registered PLMN could provide the NITZ information in a character set that is not understood by the user (e.g. it might be a Latin character set while the user only understands a particular non-Latin character set) and therefore the provided PLMN name (e.g. VPLMN) information, even if displayed, might not be easily understood by the user.

The requirements for how network name information can be provided to the UE and how network name information is displayed to the user needs to be reviewed to identify if there are means to allow for better and more consistent presentation of information.

Objective

The objective of this study is to collect use cases (e.g. different roaming scenarios, different combinations of supported character sets, multi-lingual countries etc) and identify potential requirements related to the display of PLMN information (especially in the case a user is roaming to a PLMN that uses a different character set to their home PLMN).
