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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for their LS on GSMA NG.116 Attribute Area of service and impact on PLMN selection. 

SA1 would like to confirm SA2’s understanding that the HPLMN operator controls the PLMN selection by the UE via e.g. Preferred PLMNs list such that the UE can get the suitable services.
Furthermore, SA1 would like to highlight that SA1 decided not to consider network slices for PLMN selection back in Rel. 15 and this has not been changed up to now. The reason for this decision is based on the fact that there have always been varieties in the deployment status of features, capabilities and services in different PLMNs and operators cope with these varieties by means of roaming agreements, different roaming profiles for different subscriber groups and steering of roaming. 

SA1 believes these mechanisms are sufficient to provide the best experience to the subscribers and adding additional information, such as the S-NSSAI, which is not necessarily static but might be changed in the VPLMN without informing the HPLMN, does not solve any problems which cannot be solved with today’s roaming and SoR capabilities. However, adding such information to the PLMN selection process has the potential to increase the operational effort on operator side.
