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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks RAN2 for the LS on CMAS/ETWS and emergency services for SNPNs.  In response to the questions from RAN2, SA1 provides the following:
Question 1) Whether CMAS/ETWS needs to be supported by SNPNs?

Answer 1) Yes, subject to regional regulatory requirements, SNPNs may need to provide these warnings.

Question 2) Whether a UE in SNPN Access Mode without a suitable SNPN serving cell needs to be able to receive CMAS/ETWS notifications in limited service state from (a) a non-suitable SNPN cell or (b) a non SNPN cell?

Answer 2a) Yes, a UE in SNPN Access Mode should be able to receive a broadcast warning notification from a non-suitable SNPN cell in which it is in coverage.

Answer 2b). No, a UE in SNPN Access Mode should not be able to receive a broadcast warning notification from a non SNPN cell if the UE is not capable of simultaneously connecting to an SNPN and a PLMN.
