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Overall description
CT1 discussed the details of implementing SA1 requirement on limiting the number of simultaneous authorizations for an MCX user as specified in TS 22.280, i.e.,

"[R-5.10-001a] The MCX Service shall be able to allow the MCX Service Administrator to limit the number of simultaneous log ins of an MCX User to multiple MCX UEs. "
Stage 2 specs (TS 23.379) specify a new parameter in the MCPTT service configuration data indicating this limit as shown below:

Although this new parameter enables restricting the number of simultaneous service authorizations for a user, it implies that the same limit has to be applied to every user. 
CT1 analysed requirement [R-5.10-001a] and concluded that it is unclear whether this limit is user-specific or service-specific (as per stage-2 specs). In the former case, the parameter would be part of the user profile configuration, and hence would enable a different limit for each user. The issue can be summarized into the following question for clarification: 
Q: Does requirement [R-5.10-001a] of 3GPP TS 22.280 require that a different limit can be applied to each MCX User?
