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1. Description:
SA1 has discussed RAN2 LS in R2-2003870 and the CT1 LS response in C1-202927., and tThe RAN2 question for SA1 action, i.e.:
“whether the indication that the PLMN allows a user to manually select a CAG-ID supported by the CAG cell but outside the UE’s allowed CAG list is per PLMN or per CAG ID”.
SA1 would like to clarify that current relevant requirement (copied below, from TS 22.261) is based on the assumption that the control/indication is per PLMN, i.e. applies to “any” NPN hosted by the PLMN.As stated in the CT1 LS response CT1 agreed a CR C1-202862 based on the SA1 requirement:
The 5G system shall support a mechanism for a PLMN to control whether a user of a UE can manually select a non-public network hosted by this PLMN that the UE is not authorized to select automatically.
As part of the CT1 agreed CR the available CAG cell broadcasts the supported CAG-ID(s) and also broadcasts that the PLMN allows a user to manually select the CAG-ID. The CT1 CR has an editors note where CT1 asks RAN2 to confirm if such broadcast will be part of the RAN2 specification.
SA1 can confirm CT1´s understanding of the SA1 requirement, which means that the indication that the PLMN allows a user to manually select a CAG-ID supported by the CAG cell, but outside the UE´s allowed CAG list is per CAG ID.
