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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks RAN2 for the LS on CMAS/ETWS and emergency services for SNPNs.  In response to the questions from RAN2, SA1 provides the following:
Question 1) Whether CMAS/ETWS needs to be supported by SNPNs?
Answer 1) CMAS and ETWS are part of PWS (see TS22.268) which also includes EU-alert and KPAS. While there are not yet regulations specific to SNPN support for PWS, Dutch regulations on NL-Alert (the Dutch version of EU-alert) have specified that networks serving more than 25000 users must support PWS. SNPNs with a large amount of users would therefore need to be able to support PWS.
Question 2) Whether a UE in SNPN Access Mode without a suitable SNPN serving cell needs to be able to receive CMAS/ETWS notifications in limited service state from (a) a non-suitable SNPN cell or (b) a non SNPN cell?
Answer 2) TS22.268 clause 4.6.4 specifies: Subject to regional or national regulations, a PWS-UE in limited service state shall be able to receive and display Warning Notifications. This implies that a UE can camp on a cell of a PLMN the UE has no subscription with and receive Warning Notifications. SA1 does not currently have CMAS/ETWS requirements specific to UEs in limited service state with respect to SNPNs.
